Privale lesson Band Hall #Hero’ Program

What is it: A program that allows students to work in the band hall to help cover the cost of band and say ‘thank you’ to
our Band Parent Association. This program is not limited to the scholarship program as we will also have student
volunteers who just like to work in the band hall!

How it works: Students fill out the application and turn it into Mr. Gray. The band directors and a SMSBPA board
member will decide if the applicant is approved for the program. Applicants who are approved will then set up a time
with Mr. Gray to come and work in band hall.

What kind of work: All work will take place in the band hall and can range from filing music, dusting shelves, or
anything in between. All work will be done outside the school day and under the supervision of the SMS band staff or
SMS faculty.

Payment Method: For students who are on lesson scholarship, payments will be made directly to private lesson staff.
Students or parents will never receive direct monetary compensation for their time spent as a_‘Band Hall Hero’.

Private Lesson Info: Only students who are already enrolled in the private lesson scholarship program can work toward
lesson payment. Applicants can work to ‘repay’ their $8 per lesson scholarship (parents still pay $8 directly to the private
lesson teacher) or apply for additional help beyond the already awarded $8 scholarship. This would be in addition to the
required 5 hours per semester as stated in the scholarship request.

Criteria for approval: 1) All applicants must be passing all classes at the time of scheduled work. 2) All applicants
must complete the application honestly and have parent’s approval.

Application is due August 28 with students being notified Sep. 4.
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
